C h urc h In S BRIGHTHELM CHURCH AND COMMUNITY CENTRE, BRIGHTON

People will be familiar with the Brighthelm Centre where Synod Together was held last March.
Brighthelm is an extremely valuable facility which came into being from the vision of the
churches in Brighton in 1987, resulting in the transformation of the original church building, with
an adjoining office complex of 5 floors. The facilities are hired out to a variety of charities,
counselling services, small businesses, and four different churches. Our own URC church is very
small and meets just once a month for a Communion service. The church itself is a fully kitted-
out auditorium which is used for a great variety of events, meetings, and conferences.

A new ‘Fresh Expression’ post is being developed to be centred at Brighthelm, as a Chaplain in
residence - to proclaim the Gospel of Jesus Christ within its fresh expression context, to promote
and develop a practical and theological understanding of evangelism with particular reference to
the ‘LGBT+ community.
